Local level first-place 

winners in 

each cate-

gory re-

ceive a $20 

cash prize, 

second 

place $15, 

third place 

$10.  Local 

winners will advance to the district 

competition, from which winners 

will move on to the national compe-

tition, where prizes range up to 

$150.  

Contest Rules 

1. Posters may be turned in to any squad-

ron member no later than 01 September 

2013.   

2. The entry may be vertical or horizontal 

in orientation. 

3. The entry must be on 15 x 20 or 14 x 

22-inch poster paper. 

4. Participants may sketch the design 

lightly with a pencil, but the end result 

must be a color poster. 

5. There is not a limit to the type of media 

that can used, except professional illustra-

tions, photos, copyrighted material or 

computer generated art may not be used. 

6. Do not fold the poster. 

7. The poster will be judged for the idea 

presented more than artistic ability. 

8. One entry is allowed per person. 

9. All entries become the property of Unit-

ed States Power Squadrons®, which re-

serves the right to display or otherwise use 

the sub-mission for future reproduction. 

10. The contest entry form must be com-

pleted in full, legibly printed and adhered 

to the back of the poster.

Contest Rules and Guidelines 

How do you create a good post-

er?  

 Plan your idea  

 Practice on separate papers; make 

several and choose the best one for 

the final poster  

 Keep images and pictures simple; 

leave out tiny details; few objects 

are better than many  

 Make pictures large; space should 

be filled.  

 Solid, bright, dark colors are pre-

ferred.  

 Lettering: Make letters large and 

easy to read.  

 Remember, letters are part of the 

total design.  

 Make letters bold and thick.  

 Colors should be dark and bright – 

even iridescent or 3D.  

 Posters should reflect the theme.
